 Divide Canvas tool. Then click inside the canvas to divide it into two halves.

2. On the palette, click red. Then click the top half of the canvas. You’ve created Painting 1!
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3. Click New painting. Try to create Painting 2. (You’ll need to use a different Divide canvas tool.)

4. The three sections in Painting 2 are short and wide. Can you use the Gizmo to find a different way to divide the canvas into three equal-sized sections? Draw your canvas in the square to the right.

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B. Find two other ways to divide the canvas in the Gizmo into four equal-sized sections. Draw them in the other squares above.

2. Click New Painting. Gerhard also needs some canvases divided into sixths.

A. Begin by dividing a blank canvas into three equal-sized sections. Then continue dividing the canvas until it is divided into six equal-sized sections.

B. Find three different ways to divide the canvas into six equal-sized sections. Draw them below.


3. Click New painting. You’ve divided canvases into two, three, four, and six equal-sized sections. Impress Gerhard by finding three new ways to divide the canvas. Draw them below. Label each with the number of equal-sized sections in it.
